BERMAD Fire Protection

The “Y” Strainer with a Stainless Steel or Monel filter screen is used in all 

BERMAD Water Control Valves, including Deluge Valves, Preaction Valves, 

Pressure Control Valves, Monitor Valves and Remote Control Valves. 

The “Y” Strainer is typically located at the pressure supply or in the 

priming line to protect the control trim components from suspended 

particles or debris.

Maintenance

The “Y” Strainer should be cleaned after the first 

valve operation/start-up and after that at least 

quarterly. 

The cleaning is performed by first closing any 

pressure supply to the strainer and then carefully 

opening the screwed cover plug. Remove the 

screen and flush it with a stream of water or 

compressed air.
